Enrollment:


Students must meet the following criteria:

1) Be at least 16 years of age on or before the first day of class

2) Must pass knowledge and traffic signs/symbols test; this test is waived if the student holds a valid Junior Permit or Junior License

3) Must present evidence of passing a vision test within the past 12 months if they do not have Permit/License

4) Must not have any physical or mental disability which would interfere with the safe operation of a motor vehicle.

Enrollment will be granted on a first come/first serve basis; registration and payment must be received by JUNE 1st, 2011 to guarantee enrollment.

*Driving sessions must begin and end at the same location (New Lebanon Jr/Sr HS); students cannot be dropped off or picked up at any other location (no exceptions)

Attendance Policy:

***Students must fulfill a total of 24 hours of classroom instruction


***Students must have 24 hours of in-car instruction (minimum of six hours of driving)

Any student that misses class or drive time must make that time up.  Failure to do so will result in failure of the course and an MV-285 card cannot be issued.  Make up sessions will only be granted provided that the following can be met:

1) Instructor availability

2) Student availability (there MUST be at least 2 students in the car)

3) Driving times may be swapped with other students with the instructors permission and notification
Parent Involvement:


There are many aspects to driving that cannot be covered in a Driver Education program.  It is imperative that students practice and discuss driving habits with their families.  As part of the course, students and their parents will be required to complete and submit the “Parent-Teen Workbook and Driving Log” from Allstate Insurance.       
Behavior and Expectations:


Driving is one of the greatest responsibilities to challenge.  It is imperative for all students to conduct themselves at all times.  Any student that does not comply with the following policies may be removed from the program (MV-285 card will NOT be issued and refunds will not be granted).

1) Adhere to all guidelines and expectations set forth in the New Lebanon Jr/Sr High School Code of Conduct

2) Aggressive behavior towards the instructor, passengers, and other motorists will result in pulling over and returning to the high school (no drive time will be recorded and may result in removal of program).  

3) Use of cell phones or electronic devices will not be permitted while in the car.  Such devices will be collected and locked in the trunk of the car at the beginning of each driving session.   

4) Respond appropriately and timely to in-car instructions given by the teacher.
